Meeting Minutes

Monday, September 13, 2010


I. Call to Order
Anthony Flamion called to order the regular meeting of the AITP USI Student Chapter at 12:00 P.M. in Room 3024 of the Business and Engineering Center.

II. Roll Call
No roll call was conducted. The new officers in attendance were introduced.

III. New Business
A. Fundraising 
We need suggestions for fundraisers during the upcoming year. Among the options discussed were:
1. Tutoring Java for students in Scott Anderson’s classes.

2. Setting up a table to fix computers. A signup sheet was passed to ascertain times when members would be available to work at the table.

3. Aiding in sending mail to alumni. Ernie Nolan has the details of how to sign up.
4. Arranging a Turoni’s or other pizza fundraiser.

5. Arranging an AITP restaurant night.
Members are encouraged to continue submitting fundraising suggestions.

B. Speakers 

Members discussed arranging for speakers at coming AITP meetings. A speaker will be present at the professional chapter meeting at USI on Tuesday, October 12. Suggestions are needed for topics that the students are interested in hearing discussed. Several suggestions were offered:

2. Cloud computing

Members are encouraged to continue submitting topic suggestions.

C. Tours
Tours are a good opportunity to become familiarized with a job environment. However, committed attendees are needed, as the number of attendees will determine the locations we can tour. If they are interested in taking tours, members are encouraged to email tour location ideas to Anthony Flamion or Ernie Nolan. 
D. National Collegiate Conference
The Conference will be held March 24 – 27 in Orlando Florida. We expect expenses will amount to $100 per person for attendance; $50 for the AITP membership fee and $50 to contribute to transportation and room and board.

The attendees will be limited to 13 people, elected by the members, who are serious about putting their best foot forward in the competitions. The list needs to be finalized by the end of the semester. A signup sheet was passed to determine who would be interested in attending and what competitions they would like to compete in. 
Problem statements from previous competitions are available on the contest website. Among the competitions discussed were:


ACP Exam
Everyone who attends the conference is required to attempt the ACP Exam. To earn an ACP certification, you must pass the core exam and the specialty exam with more than 50%. If you pass with a 70% or higher, you earn a CCP certification. It is free to attempt, and you may try as many times as you like. You only need to pay for the certification once you pass.
Web Development
Since the web development competition contract is due on Oct. 15, the web development team needs to be established as soon as possible. The problem statement for this year is already available on the website. Ayyad AlRshidi has volunteered for this competition, and Ernie Nolan recommended that Rob Schnautz assist him.
IV. Discussion
We discussed placing less emphasis this year on the conference. Anthony Flamion recommended placing more attention on gaining more recognition on campus, perhaps through setting up tables on campus or organizing volunteer work.
Ernie Nolan encouraged trying to achieve SCOPA and SIPA, awards for outstanding students and student chapters of AITP. Applications need to be turned in some time in the spring.
