Meeting Minutes

Monday, September 13, 2010


I. Call to Order
Anthony Flamion called to order the regular meeting of the AITP USI Student Chapter at 12:00 P.M. in Room 3024 of the Business and Engineering Center. Ten people were in attendance including two faculty members.
II. Old Business
A. Fundraising 
We are still considering options for fundraisers. The ideas already presented include:
1. Tutoring.

2. Computer repair table.

It was noted that this may not be possible as not many students trust non-professionals with their computers.

3. Turoni’s Pizza Fundraiser.

This fundraiser will definitely take place. We will probably begin collecting orders in December and picking up the pizzas in January.

4. AITP restaurant night.

We will vote on this fundraiser at a later meeting.

5. Envelope stuffing.

Envelope stuffing will take place on October 6th-8th, and 11th and 12th from 8:00 A.M. to 4:30 P.M. in the Foundation office, which is located near the apartments. There will be a sign in sheet. Be sure to put that you are working for AITP. Volunteers will be paid minimum wage by the hour. The funds will go directly to AITP. Members are encouraged to volunteer even if it is for just an hour, as every little bit we can make counts.

B. Speakers 

Ernie Nolan will be taking care of all the arrangements for speakers. We are scheduled to have a speaker from the IT Alliance on campus in October. Nolan is also making arrangements for a guest speaker in his CIS 111 class.
C. Tours
It was again stressed that if we would like to arrange tours, we need committed attendees. Tour location ideas can still be submitted by email to Anthony Flamion.
D. National Collegiate Conference
Attendees to the conference will be limited to 13. Only the best of the best will be selected.
The details of the competitions are available online, along with example problem statements. Members thinking about competing are encouraged to practice using these examples.

E. Website
We are still unable to access the website. This is a serious problem as the information is very outdated. Anthony Flamion will pursue obtaining access.

III. New Business
A. Ethernet Cable Fundraiser
Holding an Ethernet cable building fundraiser was discussed. We could charge a small fee for the Ethernet cables. However, it may be more valuable to hold a training session demonstrating to the students how to make their own.

If we decide to go through with this idea, we should begin by having the professors ask their classes if they would be interested in paying for a training seminar.

Our chapter currently has approximately half of the needed materials to execute this project.

B. Open House
Professor Scott Anderson needs volunteers to help with demonstrations for an open house. It will take place on a Sunday, and he will provide instruction for the volunteers on how to do the demonstrations. He would like at least 2 or 3 volunteers, but could use up to 5. This might provide an opportunity to advertize AITP.
C. Tutoring

We are still working on obtaining the funds made by tutoring.

Ernie Nolan will look into making arrangements for funds made by tutoring to go directly into the AITP account.
D. Chapter Status
Our status is renewed until next fall.

There are manuals on the AITP website that explain our chapter’s commitments to the organization. However, how commitments to USI need to be documented as well.

Members discussed creating a renewal document to more clearly define the duties of each position, and to help newly elected officers understand what will be expected of them. A document would need to be created for each executive position.

An executive meeting will be held to discuss how to implement this idea.

E. Competition Study Groups
Study groups would be very helpful in preparing for some of the competitions like Office, Java, and .NET.

Some things that potential competitors can do to prepare are practicing with the problem statements available online and taking questions to the individual professors that teach in the specific areas.

Rob Schnautz is interesting in attending this conference and is willing to carpool. Anyone else thinking of attending is encouraged to get in contact with him.
